◊ Theme 4 History and Geography will NOT be examined on the written OIB exam 
◊ Theme 4 History topics addressed in Theme 3 (see the three examples below) could be 

assessed on the second part of the oral exam, (so not an oral topic drawn by the student), 
but  only if raised by the student during the exchange between the examiner and student. 

○ 1. EU unification through origins of Maastricht 
○ 2. US/ French struggle for Women's & LGBTQ rights 
○ 3. 9/11

◊ History theme 2 chapter 2 - clarify that there’s a choice and that the five 
examples of emerging (not all are decolonizing) countries are not all 
expected to be taught in equal depth. Also,  cf.June 2022 exam question in 
France & World (decolonization and bipolar world) versus formulation on NA 
exam: ‘nationalist aspirations’ or ‘emerging countries’ 

◊ GIVEN HOW OVERLY AMBITIOUS THIS CHAPTER REALLY IS,  IT WAS DECIDED AT 
THE MEETING THAT FOR THE 2023 EXAM, ONLY DOCUMENTS ABOUT THE 
EMERGENCE OF MAO’S CHINA AND THE VIETNAM WARS (OUR CORE EXAMPLES), 
OR ANY DOCUMENTS RELATING TO THE TOPIC MORE GENERALLY, (eg. NON-
ALIGNED MOVEMENT), WILL BE SUBMITTED FOR THE APPELS à SUJETS.  

➔ DOCUMENTS ABOUT MIDDLE EAST/SUEZ, ALGERIA,  CUBA. SHOULD NOT 
BE SUBMITTED OR APPEAR ON THE EXAM..

◊ History theme 3 chapter 2 - has the US domestic history component lost 
some of its significance - amount of time spent and centrality - in the overall 
syllabus? Even recently, we would have spent about half of Terminale on 
‘America since 1945’ - is there a way to restore balance, especially given 
that focus on social history still requires context/anchor in political history? 

◊ IT WAS DECIDED AT THE MEETING THAT FOR HISTORY THEME 3/CHAPTER 2,  
DBQ DOCUMENTS SHOULD ONLY BE FOCUSED ON THE US;  
NO “COMPARE/CONTRAST” US AND FRANCE QUESTION. HOWEVER, CAN USE THE 
FORMULATION “USING EXAMPLES FROM THE US AND/OR FRANCE” XXXX
